FUND T0 BE URGED

President Wilson, Working Now

on Message, Will Recommend
Army-Navy Strengthening

WASHINGTON, Nov. 15.—Presi-
dent Wilson is now preparing his first
message to (‘ongress, Hc plans to
have it completed by November 235.

The first message is expected tv
dwell upon national defense. The
President will recommend a schedule
of army and navy strenzthening
which in five years at a cost of ahout
$1,000,000.000, will give the United
States an army of more than half a
million men and a defensive navy
second to none.

To aid trade expansion. the Presi-
dent is expected tn recommend the
establishment of co-operative selling
agencies abroad for Americar export-
ers. To prevent the vunigading of
cheap foreign goods on  American
markets after the war. he is believed
to favor an anti-dumping clause sim-
ilar to Canada’s.

The President, it is understrod, will
urge close economy .in all depart-
ments, conservation of the nation’s
resources. and is expected sweeping
changes in zovernment mininz laws.
