SHORT WEIGHT MANIPULATOR

“Home-cur€Q” hams have lost
favor, at least temporarily, in Cad-
walader Place, Cadwalader Heights
and Hillcrest. Incidentally, the
usually cautious housewives in that
section of the city ‘have discovered
one of the reasons for the high cost
of living.

One day recently two.young men,
looking for all ‘the world like per-
fectly guileless farm-hands, toured
the western end of town with a horse
and covered wagon that was sup-
posed to he loaded with apples. Per-
haps there. were some apples in the
wagon, but the cargo must have con-
sisted largely of “home-cured”. hams,
for fully a couple of hundrad of them
were disposed of -in a day among the
mistresses of households in that lo-
cality.

The plan was onginal and el’fectlve
The mor= eloquent of the two men,
giving his name as B. Wiliiams, ex-
plained that He had only a few of the
“pome-cured” delicacies on board,
that he would dispose of them only
to women who felt inclined to become
regular customers and that he would
=ell them at twenty-two cents  a
pound.

The result must have been-satisfy-
to Mr. Williams and .his com-
panion. Scarcely a housewife resisted
the. proposition.. Then, after learning
that. each lady .in-turn had no weigh-
ing apparatus convenient,, Mr. Wil-
liams pulled forth from  an inside
pocket a handspring s_cale such ‘as

rag—dealers_ used untils the State De-
pariment of Weights znd Measures
put them out of business.

With this hand-spring scale, Mr.

[Former Purchases of Flour En-

" abling Them to Serve Trade.
. Small 'Dealers Hit

Foresight of Trenton bakers, it ie
suid, in_.buying large quantities of
flour some time ago has enabled them
to keep the size of loaves of bread
the same ds formerly without chang-
ing the price.

Other cities have not been so for-
tunate. Just how long Trenton baa
kers will be enabled to sell the pre
ent-day' size loaf of bread for five,
cents, will, of course, depend upon:
how much longer the price of flour|
keeps above normal. \
. The larger bakers are still in pretty
good. shape so far as flour is con-!
cerned, having good supplies on hand'
and millers under . contrac is
the little. or neighborhood baker, wha
is hardest hit and it is just a ques-
tion, it is said, how long he can con-
iinue to make bread- with flour at
about %8 or 38.10 a barrel, while the
normzl price ranges from $4.50 to
$5.50.

While the large bakeries have sup-
plies, if the smaller ones are obliged
to temporarily suspend baking that
fact avill sooner have a tendency to
increase the price of bread, it is
stated, because the larger competitors |
will be obliged.to bake more tg meet
the demand and their flour supply
will naturally -be more quickly de-
pleted.

Trenton balkers are hopeful that they
can. all weather the present flurry in
the flour market. However, there
has been talk among some of them
about either decreasing the size of
the loaf of bread or increasing the
price.- It is asserted that praetically
every one of-the smaller bakeries of
the city is losing money on every
loaf of bread at the present price of-
fiour.

BERLIN, via wiretess to Sayville, |
L. I, Feb. 3.—Poland is erying for
food. Her women and children are

dying of hunger. Her soil is drenched
with blood. The best of her youth
is heing sacrificed to slaughter, while
countless thousands of her people
driven from their homes, are facing
deatn” by starvation.

This is Poland’'s plight as the lead-
ing women of the war-swept country
pictured it today.
