VIGLATED CODE,
CHARGED PLUMBER

Connections Made for Water
for Two Houses With Only
One Tap

Alleged disregard of the City Wa-
ter Department rules regarding house
connections was  responsible for
Brearley Whitehead, ofthe plumbing
firm of Whitehead & Whitchead be-
ing summoned before Judge Naar in
Central Police Court today. He de-
clared that he is with a corporation
and personally could not be held re-
sponsible.

Judge Naar postponed the case and
David T. Wittenborn, treasurer of
the Water Department, and Alvin
Bugbee, superintendent, are now tak-
ing up the matter with City Attor-
ney Hartman to bring about a pros-
ecution, This is the first case of the
kind brought to the attention of the
department since the licensing of
plumbers. "

According to the Water Depart-
ment officials the firm failed to con-
nect one house on Lee Avenue with
the water mains .and did not make
returns of the connection with the
other. A pipe was run through the cel-
lar wwalls to supply one of the dwell-
ings. According to the water officials
the firm is liable to = fine of $60 and
the plumber who did the work having
his license revoked.

MONUMENT PLAGED
INCHEVRIER PLOT

Monolith Erected in Riverview
Cemetery—Stands Nine Feet
High in Granite

The last resting place of the lats
Louis N. Chevrier, In Riverview
Cemetery, has been marked with a
beautiful monuments.
